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CRITERIA FOR THE HIRE OF FACILITIES
BACKGROUND:

Cardiff University has management responsibility of Grange Pavilion under a temporary licence from City of Cardiff Council between 23rd March 2016 and 22nd March 2017 to:

· support pilot and pop up activities at the Grange Pavilion
· test out and explore options for its viability as a community-led facility for the benefit of all, and one of the core principles driving the community-led vision is that of access for all.  
Cardiff University has, in partnership with Grange Pavilion Project and Grangetown Community Action, developed facilities management principles for the use of the Grange Pavilion, which are constantly reviewed, and which will be handed over when the facility becomes community-led.
CRITERIA:
Cardiff University is a secular institution and its statutes clearly state that venues cannot be hired for services or worship or for political activism or single-party political promotion or activity.  
Faith activities which are open to all are permitted as are political debates which have equal representation from all parties
