Cardiff is a very small city so most of these are within walking distance, with the exception of The 
St. David's Hotel which is by Cardiff Bay (approximately 15 minutes by bus or train). The Thistle 
Parc Hotel, Park Plaza and The Cardiff Hilton are all a short 5 minute walk to the university. Those 
on a tight budget may want to check out the Riverhouse, the  Nos Da Hostel (both around 15 
minutes walk, next to the Millennium Stadium) or the Cardiff Backpacker (a little further away, 
around 20 minutes walk or a short bus journey), which have rooms available from about £15 a 
night. 
 
Cardiff university's main Campus is five minutes walk to the north of the city centre, on Park Place. 
Those walking from the city centre should head for Queen Street (the main shopping street) and 
turn onto Park Place by the Park Hotel, towards the easternmost end of the street.

Travelling to Cardiff 
Cardiff is relatively easy to reach by road, tucked snugly beside Newport on the Welsh side of the 
Severn Bridge. Those driving from the south of England should aim for the M4 and those driving 
from the North should look for the M5 to get them in the general area. 
 
Public transport links to Cardiff are predominately by rail or bus and there are a number of ways to 
get here reasonably cheaply.  
 
Cardiff Central Station is around 20 minutes from the university (or around £4 for a taxi) and can 
be reached easily from most major cities. Advance tickets from London are around £20, 
Manchester around £50, Bristol around £12,  and Birmingham at around £40 one way.

The cheapest way to reach Cardiff is by Megabus, travelling from London to Cardiff at around £1 - 
£10, taking roughly three hours and stopping on Cardiff University Campus. For those travelling 
from further afield (and comfortable with long journeys) can reach London by Megabus from a 
variety of British cities and for similar prices. See http://www.megabus.com/uk/index.php for 
further details and tickets. 
 
National Express coaches are more flexible, and Cardiff can be reached from most major cities 
starting at around £8 from London. See http://www.nationalexpress.com/coach/index.cfm for 
further details and tickets. 
 
Cardiff airport is thirty minutes from the city by rail and has UK flights from Aberdeen, Anglesey, 
Belfast, Newcastle, Edinburgh, Glasgow and Jersey.

Eating and Drinking in Cardiff 
Cardiff University campus is 5 minutes walk from the city centre, where there are plenty of places 
for dinner and refreshment. There are lots of restaurants on Mill Lane (near Cardiff Central 
Station), Pica Pica on Westgate Street is a good choice for Tapas and drinks for those staying in the 
City Centre, and there are lots of places to eat in the Brewery quarter, as well as in the many 
arcades and shopping centres in the City Centre. 
 
Drinks in the Vicinity of the University campus can be enjoyed at The Pen and Wig, which does 
ales and pub meals, or The Woodville; both are reasonably cheap and have decent beer gardens. 
There are also a number of more reasonable places to eat around Salisbury Road (close to 
University campus, heading eastwards), where there are lots of small restaurants, as well as many 
pubs serving food.
