GUIDANCE ON PERSONAL USE OF CARDIFF UNIVERSITY IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with the University’s IT Regulations (Regulation 2) private use of University IT facilities is allowed as a privilege and not a right, and private use must comply with the University’s Acceptable Use Policy.  Abuse of this privilege will be treated as a breach of the Regulations.

1. 
Abuse of the private use privilege may be use of the University’s IT facilities that:

· Interferes with the performance of your University duties

· Interferes with any teaching or assessment event or other University activity

· Significantly impedes or adversely affects network performance and/or IT resources (e.g. storage of large data files)

2. 
Users should be aware that there may be legal compliance issues in respect of private use of University IT facilities where issues of the registration of copyright, software licensing and personal data processing rights are involved.  The user may be personally liable for breaches of such legislation and should ensure that he/she is aware of the extent of their personal rights in these fields.

3. 
Priority for use of IT facilities must be given to University business over and above personal use.
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
