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1. Introduction

SCOLAR@Newport Road at Cardiff University is a partial depository for the
United Nations, which means it holds Official Records of the main organs of
the UN, publications that carry a sales code (sales publication), periodicals
that are available on subscription, and the United Nations Treaty Series.*

However, we do not receive all UN material, such as publications of the
United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF)?, and some material may not be
received until several years after the UN first issued it.

The United Nations Secretariat states that ‘there are no set rules for the
arrangement of the material deposited. A depository library may choose any
system it prefers, as long as the collection is kept in good order and under
adequate cortrol’.® In this respect, SCOLAR@Newport Road has divided the
material into five sections:

Bibliographical Sources
Official Records

Sales Publications
Treaty Series
Specialised Agencies

This guide indicates how the material is arranged on the resource centre
shelves and provides a location index, which will be needed to locate material
within the collection. Some material has been placed in the main journal
sequence of the Law Library (see appendix E).

It must be noted that very little of the UN material has been placed on
Voyager (the computer catalogue system of the university). Look out for new
journals, series of publications, Law School subjects etc. that should be
catalogued.

2. Arrangement of the United Nations Bibliographical Sources

There are a number of boxes containing various bibliographies and
bibliographical guides, such as the United Nations Document Series Symbols,
UNBIS Thesaurus, and Small Urban Centres in Africa: A Bibliographical
Survey. The material is filed together by subject if possible, but the greater
part of the publications are of miscellaneous nature, and have been filed by
chronological order by date of publication.

There are also a number of regularly published bibliographies and guides:
UNBIS Current Bibliographical Information, Monthly Bibliographies, United
Nations Document Index, UNDOC Current Index, UNESCO List of
Documents and Publications — which are filed chronologically within each
series.

It must be noted that these bibliographies are of a limited use because we do
not stock all the material listed, and that this location index must be consulted
to find any material that is held. However, they are useful for doing subject
enquiries when used in conjunction with this index.

Records issued by more than 1 organisation are filed with the first
organisation. For example, records issued by the General Assembly and the
Security Council are filed with the General Assembly records.

Indices and Annexes are filed in the same box.

Records with the series no. A/AC.../PV... are Ad Hoc Committee records and
are filed in numerical order after the Special Political Committee records.

Records issued by Committees 9 and 10 (CN 9 and CN10) are filed between
the Ad Hoc Committee records and the Conference records.

Annexes are filed with the Indices for the appropriate session. Annexes look
similar to official records but do not say Official Records in the heading. They
usually have an agenda no. on the top left hand side of the page. Do not use
the abbreviation PV or SR in the series number, and all annexes say
‘Gen.Dist’ in the upper right hand corner.

[NOTE: Gen. Dist. is also used on other types of official records]

Economic and Social Council Official Records

Meeting records, indices, resolutions and decisions of the Economic and
Social Council issued in a single session go into the same box.



Other Economic and Social Council Official Records are Supplements from
various Commissions, filed by title of Commission alphabetically.

Security Council Official Records

Index to Proceedings, Resolutions, notes and letters are filed together in
chronological order.



4. Arrangement of the UN Sales Publications

The majority of the UN material received by SCOLAR@Newport Road is
sales publications, of which very little has been placed on Voyager and
therefore this guide must be used to locate material.

The sales publications are divided into thirty-three general subject areas (see
Appendix B). All sales publication materials are given the prefix ‘SP’, followed
by a further subject code. The general subject codes are those suggested by
the United Nations, while the second subject code the resource centre (see
Appendix C) has devised. They are then usually filed in order of volume
number and/or date of publication.

For example The United Nations Disarmament Yearbook, vol. 19 (1994),
which has the sales publication E.95.1X.1 will be filed in the library under
SP/IX/DIS, after volume eighteen. ‘SP’ for sales publication, ‘IX" is the subject
code for disarmament and atomic energy, and ‘DIS’ is the subject code given
by us. The full code would have been found by searching the following index
under the title of publication.

The publications are kept on the shelves in boxes that indicate the location
code, the type of material contained, and the name of the issuing body within
the UN.

UNCTAD Sales Publications found in SP/lIld have a modified code system.
The points below should be noted when cataloguing the documents.

Arrangement of the UNCTAD Sales Publications

The sales publications of UNCTAD come in the form of masthead documents,
reports, conference proceedings, and monographs, which deal with numerous
subjects. It was proving difficult to file or find material under the existing
codes, so a modified system is now used for UNCTAD material in SP/lid, by
using UNCTAD’s own document codes.

Like other sales publications, they have SP (sales publication) and Ild (the
subject code for UNCTAD). Our subject code uses the publications
document code that is usually printed in addition to the sales publication
code. The main prefix codes printed on UNCTAD documents (remember,
this is NOT the Sales Publication code) have the prefixes TD, TD/B, and
UNCTAD. Use the code that appears immediately after these for the
subject code, unless no other code is given. Please note the examples at
the bottom of this section. Appendix D shows the most frequent codes on
UNCTAD documents that have been adopted as the subject codes.

If there are not enough documents with a specific code to justify a box on
the shelves, then they will be filed under SP/I1d/MIS until further material is
published for that code.



Reports are filed under their code and then by the document codes in
numerical order. Thus, TD/B/7 would be filed after TD/B/6 under the code
SP/Id/TD. On the whole, this provides a chronological order of
publication as well, but if revisions are printed, then material of a later date
may be filed with that of an earlier date.

Masthead documents of UNCTAD are filed under SP/Ild, and not the
Official Records of the Trade and Development Board of UNCTAD. Only
UNCTAD publications that are titled Official Records are filed under
OR/TD section of the United Nations.

Examples

- The publication Trade and Development: An UNCTAD Review, vol. 6
(1985) has a sales code of E.85.11.D.20, which shows it is an UNCTAD
sales publication of SP/IId. It also has a document code of
UNCTAD/OSG/316; ignore UNCTAD and use OSG as the subject code.
Thus the full filing code for this item is SP/I1d/OSG. The item will be filed
in the correct box after vol. 5.

The publication The Handbook of International Trade and Development

Statistics 1993, has the sales publication code E/F.94.11.D.24 showing it
should be filed under SP/I1d. It has the document code TD/STAT.21.
Ignore the prefix and file at SP/IIA/STAT.

UNCTAD Commodity Yearbook 1992 has the sales code E/F.92.11.D.8
showing that it is of SP/lId: the document code is TD/B/C.1/STAT.9, and
will be filed with the code SP/11d/C1.

A masthead document giving the agenda of the meeting of the Trade and

Development Board on 23 September 1991 has no sales code but is
clearly an UNCTAD document and should be filed under SP/Ild. The
document code is TD/B/1306, and as there is no code after TD/B, then the
code shall be SP/IId/TDB. Under that code it shall be filed after
TD/B/1305 and before TD/B/1307.

SCOLAR@Newport Road does not catalogue many of the items received in the UN
Depository Library. If you do not have a reference to a document, you will have to use the
bibliographical sources produced by the United Nations and understand the arrangement
of the publications in the UN Collection.

There are 3 UN produced bibliographical sources:

1. UNDOC: Current Index, 1979-

This is the primary source to use. UNDOC provdes full bibliographical descriptions of all
UN documents with subject, author, and title indexes in each issue. Annual cumulations
also have a list of maps contained in the documents indexed and a list of current periodical
titles. Included are Official Records and Sales Publications as well as Mimeographed
Documents. For the earlier period, the equivalent titles were United Nations Documents
Index, 1962-1973, and UNDEX, United Nations Document Index, 1970-1978.

2. Monthly Bibliography, 1977-
Part 1 — Books, official documents, and serials
Part 2 — Periodical articles and contributions to collective studies

A subject compilation of newly acquired items received by the UN Library, Geneva, of
interest to social scientists. This bibliography covers far more than simply UN documents
and can be treated as a general social sciences bibliography. Formerly, it was known as
Monthly List of Books Catalogued, 1946-1977, and Monthly List of Selected Articles, 1957-
1977.

3. UNBIS: Current Bibliographical Information, 1980-

A subiject listing of newly acquired items received at the Dag Hammarskjold Library in New
York. Somewhat similar in coverage to 2 above. There is an author, title, and geographic
subject index, in addition to the full references in broad subject categories. Formerly, it
was known as New Publications in the Dag Hammarskjold Library, 1957-1970, and then,
Current Bibliographical Information, 1971-1979.

There are also general guides to the documentation of the United Nations and various
other bibliographical guides.
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United Nations Development Programme

Introduction

The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) administers and co-ordinates the
great majority of the technical assistance provided through the UN system. Its objective is
to assist developing countries to accelerate their economic and social development by
providing systematic and sustained assistance geared to their development objectives.

The UNDP began operationin 1966, combining the work of the UN Expanded Programme
of Technical Assistance with the Special Fund. It has a Governing Council which
considers integrated country programmes (rather than individual projects) designed to
mesh with the development plans of the governments of the states concerned. The UNDP
fixes the assistance programme nowadays on the basis of 5-year development co-
operation cycles. Most of the funded projects are executed by UN agencies, although
increasing use is made of expertise and institutions in the developing countries
themselves.

Until 1979, the Governing Council met twice a year. From 1979, it has normally held only
one session a year, alternatively in New York and Geneva.

Publications
A detailed account with bibliographical references to the work of the UNDP on a year by
year basis can be found in the Yearbook of the United Nations (SP/l). It is unfortunately

published a number of years after the year it describes. For information on more recent
developments, see the UN Chronicle published monthly (SP/).

Official Records

The Governing Council of the United Nations Development Programme reports on its
sessions to the Economic and Social Council. This report is published as a Supplement to
the Official Record of the Economic and Social Council (OR/E).

The Financial report and Audited Financial Statement of the United Nations Development
Programme, and the Report of the Board of Auditors are published as Supplements to the
Official Records of the General Assembly (OR/A).



Country and Inter-country Programming and Projects

These comprise the reports, mainly for individual countries, setting out the needs for
assistance from the United Nations Development Programme, followed by the
Recommendations of the UNDP administrators.

Other United Nations Publications relating to the Development Programme

The Compendium of Approved Projects, No. 2 1972 — No. 10 1979; No. 15 1985- (OR/DP)
contains a detailed listing of all on-going United Nations Development Programme
assisted projects. Itis at present published annually.

Evaluation Studies, No. 1 1979- (SP/llb) aim to enhance the quality and effectiveness of
the United Nations Development Programme supported technical co-operation. Each of
the studies covers a different topic eg. rural development, UNDP and energy.

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United Nations Disarmament Commission

Introduction

The United Nations has a special responsibility, within the framework of the Charter and in
accordance with resolutions of the General Assembly, to matters relating to disarmament,

and in particular, to the ultimate goal of general and complete disarmament under effective
international control.

While the UN has been active in this field for all its existence, the list of achievements has
been limited. The machinery for dealing with the disarmament question has evolved
considerably over the years.

The UN Depository Library at Cardiff University has a lot of material on disarmament but
there are gaps in the collection. This guide aims to point out some of the more important
publications and series.

Disarmament — Starting an Investigation
A useful starting point is the:

Yearbook of the United Nations (SP/I) - this gives a detailed account of UN work on
disarmament for the year in question, with bibliographical references. Although, it is
published a number of years after the year it is describing. For information on more recent
developments, see the UN Chronicle (SP/I), published on a monthly basis.

Official Records

The Charter of the UN 1945, confers responsibility for disarmament on both the General
Assembly and the Security Council. Since the 1950’s, initiatives have been exercised
mainly by the General Assembly.

The First Committee of the General Assembly (OR/A) is one of 7 main committees. Since
1978, the First Committee has only dealt with disarmament and related international
security issues. It consists of representatives of all Member States and recommends draft
resolutions to the plenary meetings of the General Assembly.

The Disarmament Commission (OR/DC) provides a forum for discussion on disarmament
issues when the General Assembly is not in session. It includes all members of the UN. It
considers and makes recommendations on various problems in the field of disarmament
and follows up the decisions and recommendations of the Special Sessions devoted to



disarmament. It usually meets for about 4 weeks in May/June and reports annually to the
General Assembly. This is published as a Supplement (usually no. 42) of the OR/A. Note
that the Disarmament Commission was first set up in 1952 with limited membership;
expanded in 1959 to include all members of the UN. The Commission, active in the
1950’s, did not meet after 1965. The Official Records of the DC for the period 1952-1965
were published in the series OR/DC (not as part of the OR/A), this depository library only
has an incomplete set of these records. The Disarmament Commission was revived after
the 1978 General Assembly Special Session on Disarmament as a subsidiary body of the
General Assembly.

Ad-Hoc Committees (OR/A) are sometimes established by the General Assembly to deal
with specific disarmament matters. Their annual reports are published as Supplements of
the Official Records of the General Assembly.

The Conference on Disarmament has a unique relationship with the UN. It defines its own
rules of procedure and develops its own agenda, taking into account the recommendations
made by the General Assembly. It reports to the General Assembly frequently.

In 1978, 1982, and 1988, the General Assembly convened Special Sessions devoted
entirely to the question of disarmament.

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Economic and Social Council

The ECS is the organ responsible, under General Assembly authority, for the co-ordination
of the economic and social work of the United Nations. The council has 54 members who
serve for 3 years. The ECS reports annually to the General Assembly and this is
published as a Supplement (usually No. 3) to the Official Records of the General
Assembly.

Sessions: Each year, the Economic and Social Council generally holds one five-to-six-
week long substantive session, alternating between New York and Geneva, and one
organisational session in New York.

Subsidiary Bodies: The year-round work of the Council is carried out in its subsidiary
bodies -- commissions and committees -- which meet at regular intervals and report back
to the Council. The annual reports of these bodies are published as Supplements to the
Official Records of the Economic and Social Council.

Publications

1. Index to the Proceedings of the ESC (OR/E) — This includes expanded information on
the documents of the ECS. NOTE: You are strongly recommended to read this before
searching for ECS documents. The index also includes lists of the members,
checklists of the meetings, agendas, and documents, a subject list and an index to
speeches.

2. Summary Records of Plenary Meetings (OR/E) — We only receive the final bound
volume, which is often published a number of years after the period covered. NOTE:
We do not necessarily receive documents quoted in the Summary Records.

3. Resolutions and Decisions of the ESC (OR/E) — These are published as Supplement
No. 1 of the Official Records of the ESC.

1 — 3 are filed together in one single chronological sequence at the beginning of the
section of Official Records of the Economic and Social Council. Please note that there is a
gap in our holdings from 1951-1956.

4. Supplements — Apart from Supplement No.1 (see 3 above), the Supplements comprise
the annual reports of the Subsidiary Bodies and some special reports. They are
shelved in alphabetical order by the name of the subsidiary body concerned.

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Security Council

The Security Council has primary responsibility under the Charter of the United Nations for
the maintenance of international peace and security. It has 5 permanent members, and 10
elected by the General Assembly for a 2-year term. The Security Council is also
organised as to be able to function continuously, and it reports annually to the General
Assembly.

Security Council Documentation
The following documents are generally received each year:

Index to Proceedings of the Security Council

An annual bibliographic guide to the documentation and proceedings of the Security
Council and of the commissions, committees and ad hoc committees. The index contains:
a list of members, a checklist of meetings, subjects discussed, subject index, index to
speeches by country or organisation, a numerical list of documents and voting chart on
Resolutions.

Resolutions and Decisions of the Security Council

Supplements
Issued quarterly and contain most documents, letters etc. used in deliberations.

The Annual Report of the Security Council is published as a Supplement to the Official
Records of the General Assembly (usually Supplement No. 2)

NOTE: The documentation associated with a particular session of the Security Council is
published over a number of years.
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UNCTAD

The United Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD) was established in
1964 and is based in Geneva. The majority of UNCTAD papers are first issued as
mimeographed documents in the Official Records sequence. Some are later reissued in
printed form and become Sales Publications. The Conference comprises all members of
the UN. The original session of the Conference took place in Geneva in 1964 (UNCTAD
1), with subsequent sessions in New Delhi (1968), Santiago (1972), Nairobi (1976), Manila

(1979), and Belgrade (1983). The reports to these Conferences are to be found not as
Official Records, but as Sales Publications at SP/IId/UNI.

The permanent machinery of UNCTAD consists of the Trade and Development Board. It
Is the reports of this Board and its committees, which are published as Official Records.

The publishing pattern of the Official Records is complicated but follows a standard
arrangement. There are sessions and special sessions, which are interfiled in one. The
material concerned with the sessions and the special sessions is filed in the following way:

1. Meetings — the minutes of each days meetings are filed numerically

2. Annexes — these consist usually of background documents to agenda items

3. Supplements — these consist of either the Resolutions and Decisions of the Sessions,
or the Committee Reports.

Other Information

- Many UNCTAD items are published as Sales Publications in category lid.

- Areport of each session is published as a Supplement to the Official Records of the
General Assembly.

- There are annual lists of UNCTAD publications, plus cumulated subject lists to be
found in the Bibliographical Sources section of the UN Depository Library.
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UNESCO

Introduction

The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation (UNESCO) was set
up in 1946 following a conference in London the preceding year.

UNESCO'’s primary aim is to contribute to peace and security in the world by promoting
collaboration among nations through education, science, culture, and communication. Its
headquarters are in Paris.

The administration of UNESCO

General Conference - composed of representatives of all member countries, meets
biennially to decide the policy, programme, and budget of the organisation.

Executive Board — consists of 45 members elected by the General Conference, meets at
least 3 times a year and is responsible for supervising the programme adopted by the
Conference.

UNESCO Documents

Papers are issued by the organisation in the exercise of its functions and/or resulting from
the activities of its organs: the General Conference, the Executive Board, and the
Secretariat. Cardiff University became a depository library in 1980 and does not hold
documents prior to that date. The following are the main categories of documents
received at present and shelved in the United Nations Depository Library — Official
Records section:

and specialised field mission reports. Many of the last categories of publications have a
restricted distribution and are not received in Cardiff.

3. UNESCO List of Documents and Publications — It includes documents of the General
Conference and Executive Board, meetings, field mission reports, monographs, and
periodicals.

- Co-operation in problems of industry, energy, transport, environment, and human
settlements

- Promotion of scientific and technological co-operation

Asian Economy

The Economic and Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific (ESCAP) was established
in 1947 in Shanghai, China, as the Economic Commission for Asia and the Far East
(ECAFE) to assist in post-war economic reconstruction. The Commission moved its
headquarters to Bangkok in January 1949. The name was changed in 1974 to reflect both
the economic and social aspects of development and the geographic location of its
member countries. The regional commissions have since then been the main UN
economic and social development centres within the five different regions. ESCAP's
activities are more and more concentrated on spreading from its more dynamic member
countries to the rest of the region. The ultimate challenge lies in bringing some 830 million
of the regions poor into the economic mainstream, enabling everybody to achieve a better
standard of life as envisaged in the Charter of the United Nations. The main legislative
organ of ESCAP is the Commission, which meets annually at the ministerial level and
reports to the UN's Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC). It provides a forum for all
Governments of the region to review and discuss economic and social issues and to
strengthen regional co-operation.

Latin American Economy

The Economic Commission for Latin America (ECLA) -the Spanish acronym is CEPAL-
was established by Economic and Social Council resolution 106(V1) of 25 February 1948
and began to function that same year. The scope of the Commission's work was later
broadened to include the countries of the Caribbean, and by resolution 1984/67 of 27 July
1984, the Economic Council decided to change its name to the Economic Commission for
Latin America and the Caribbean (ECLAC); the Spanish acronym, CEPAL, remains
unchanged. It was founded for the purposes of contributing to the economic development
of Latin America, co-ordinating actions directed towards this end, and reinforcing economic
relationships among the countries and with the other nations of the world. The promotion
of the region’s social development was later included among its primary objectives.

ECLAC, which is headquartered in Santiago, Chile is one of 5 regional commissions of the
United Nations, each of which is concerned with assisting and promoting economic and
social development in a major region of the world.

Introduction

The United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) was created in 1972, on the basis of
a recommendation from the first United Nations Conference on the Human Environment
(Stockholm, June 1972). Its task was to monitor significant changes in the environment
and to encourage and co-ordinate sound environmental practice. UNEP has its
headquarters in Nairobi and comprises:

1. The Governing Council
This is composed of members elected by the General Assembly for three year terms. The
Governing Council reports to the General Assembly through ECOSOC.

2. The Secretariat
Acts as a focal point for environmental action and co-ordination within the UN system,
headed by an Executive Director.

3. The Environment Fund

Acts to provide additional funding for environmental programmes. The fund is used for
financing such programmes as regional and global environment monitoring, assessment,
and data collecting systems; environmental research; information exchange and
dissemination; and studies to develop forms of economic growth compatible with sound
environmental management.

4. Environment Co-ordination Board

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General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade

Introduction

GATT- the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade, was a multilateral treaty. It originated
after World War Il (1939-1945) as a charter for the International Trade Organisation (ITO),
a proposed specialised agency of the United Nations.

Its basic aim was to liberalise world trade thereby contributing to economic growth and
development and to the welfare of the world’s people. The General Agreement was
negotiated in 1947 and entered into force in January 1948. In 1995, GATT's functions
were taken over by the World Trade Organisation (WTO), an international body that
administers trade laws and provides a forum for settling trade disputes among nations.
GATT was, in effect, both a code of rules and a forum by which countries can discuss
trade problems and negotiate to enlarge world trading opportunities.

Since 1948, in successive multilateral negotiations, the rules were refined and obstacles to
trade progressively reduced. GATT members sponsored eight specially organised rounds
of trade negotiations. The last round of negotiations, called the Uruguay Round, began in
1986 and ended in 1994. At the end of the negotiations, the members of GATT, as well as
representatives from seven other nations, signed a trade pact that will eventually cut tariffs
overall by about one -third and reduce or eliminate other obstacles to trade. The 1994,
trade agreement officially took effect in January 1995.

The 1994 GATT pact also provided for establishment of the WTO. Throughout 1995,
GATT and the WTO coexisted while GATT members sought their governments' approval
for WTO membership. After the transition period, GATT ceased to exist. All of the 128
nations that were contracting parties to the 1994 GATT agreement eventually transferred
membership to the WTO. Although the WTO operates a dispute settlement process
similar to the one under GATT, it has stronger power to enforce agreements, including
authority to issue trade sanctions against a country that refuses to revoke an offending law
or practice.

Introduction

UNIDO — The United Nations Industrial Development Organisation, was established by the
General Assembly on 1°' January 1967 and became a specialised agency of the United
Nations in 1985. Its aims are to:

1. Promote and accelerate industrialisation of the developing countries
2. Strengthen co-operation with developed countries
3. Co-ordinate all activities relating to this field within the UN family

UNIDO provides assistance to developing countries in expanding, modernising, and
operating their industries, and undertakes operational activities for the effective application
of modern methods of industrial production, programming and planning, the establishment
and strengthening of industrial institutions, the development, adaptation and transfer of
technology, and the training of personnel.

It provides a forum for contact between developing and industrialised countries. In
addition UNIDO sponsors a research and training programme.

Structure

The UNIDO Secretariat carries out programmes and activities approved by the UNIDO's
policy-making organs. It is headed by a Director-General. UNIDO's current membership
numbers 169 countries. They meet once every two years at the General Conference,
which approves the budget and work programme of UNIDO and appoints the Director-
General. The eighth session was held in Vienna, Austria, 29 November - 3 December
1999.

The Industrial Development Board (53 Member States) reviews the implementation of the
work programme and the budget, which is prepared by a subsidiary body, the Programme
and Budget Committee (27 Member States).
