Important notes on using the Online Quizzes
These exercises are available to any P.C. with a modem connection, not just machines on the Cardiff University network. However, due to the nature of some of the questions a Java/Javascript enabled browser is required.
Taking the quiz:
· Click on the corresponding link to start downloading the quiz. The initial download may take a few minutes but DO NOT keep pressing the link as this will only slow down the process.
· The quizzes are not intended to be a test of mental arithmetic! You will still require a pen and paper to work your way through the questions in the usual manner before entering your solution onto the PC. 
· The questions can be attempted in any order using the Next and Previous buttons. When you have completed the exercise you must click on the Continue button for your answers to be registered.
· After submitting your answers you will receive an overall score for the quiz, an indication of which answers were correct/incorrect and feedback on each of the questions.
· Questions are taken from a random question bank so there is no limit on the number of times you can take an exercise.

Trouble Shooting
· When you first begin the exercise you may notice that the font size of the equations in some of the questions may be very large and the equations may appear to be incomplete. To correct this, right click the mouse over the equation and adjust the font size in the pop up box that appears. 

· This will minimise the amount of scrolling required when taking the exercise. 
· The quizzes are best viewed with a screen resolution of 1024 by 768. Also, pressing F11 should maximise your view within your browser window (IE6+). This will help minimize the amount of scrolling required. 
· The question by question approach used by the quizzes is not currently supported by Firefox.
