CONDITIONS FOR THE AWARD OF THE CHARLES COLES TRAVELLING SCHOLARSHIPS 






                                  

1 Travelling scholarships may be awarded annually, based upon the recommendations from Heads of Schools, to selected students of this University who may be chosen from:

a) undergraduate students in their penultimate year of study tenable in the Summer Recess, and

b) full-time or part-time postgraduate students, tenable at an appropriate point during their programme of study.

[For undergraduate students whose programme of study involves a year away from the University on an industrial placement or year abroad, applications will be accepted in the year preceding, or on return from, a year out.]

[All applications must be submitted for the consideration of the Standing Panel of Senate (Awards and Scholarships) in the calendar year preceding the study visit].

2 The value available for award will be determined each year by the Standing Panel of Senate (Awards and Scholarships), as advised by the Finance Section. 

3 The award may be made available in two instalments. A major portion of the total award may be granted before the study visit (to be repaid if the visit has not been undertaken on a timely basis).

4 The balance of the award will be granted when a report, which must be submitted to the Director of Registry, Governance and Students  following completion of the visit, has been approved by Standing Panel of Senate (Awards and Scholarships). The report (of a minimum of 1,000, maximum of 1,500 words), shall clearly demonstrate the benefits obtained through the visit which were not available in the United Kingdom.  Following consideration, a copy of the report will be made available to the student’s home School for retention.

5 Awards should enable academic studies, clearly associated with the student’s academic studies at Cardiff University, to be undertaken in a country where a student is not indigenous.  
6 The successful applicant will be responsible for making all arrangements for the foreign visit.  Visits arranged wholly or partly by a student’s School, including field trips, and attendance at conferences where the level of participation by the attendee would be minimal, will not be considered.

7 Awards shall be made by the Standing Panel of Senate (Awards and Scholarships).

8 The Standing Panel of Senate (Awards and Scholarships) may call applicants for interview.

9
In any year, the Scholarship(s) may be withheld if there are no applicants of the calibre required by the Standing Panel of Senate (Awards and Scholarships).
10 Cardiff University will be the trustee of this Fund.
