Workshop focus

The workshop will be co-led by Principal Investigators and researchers in each of the project teams and will offer participants the opportunity to learn about:

· the different ways in which theory informed the research design;
· how theory guided the collection and analysis of data; and
· ways in which the research could be said to build theory.
Each team will talk about their particular project and the ways in which the theory underpinning the project helped them to make decisions about the methods used. Both the substantive theory which led to their research questions and/or theories about research design methods will be discussed.  Throughout the workshop emphasis will be placed on providing examples of theories in action.
There is no charge for attending this workshop (a light lunch and refreshments will be provided), but participants will be responsible for their own travel and any accommodation costs.
