


 
MSc Post Qualifying Practice Assessor module

An exciting new opportunity

Enabling Practice





Cardiff University will be running a new Masters, Level 7 Post Qualifying (20 credit) module for Practice Assessors; this will be one of the first to run in South Wales. Enabling Practice will stand within our MSc Post Qualifying courses and can be taken either as a free standing module or as part of the MSc. The free standing course will cost £573. Having completed the module candidates will have an option to continue with other modules and work towards an MSc. Applicants are likely to be experienced practitioners and should have a keen interest in Practice Assessing.  
Applicants for Enabling Practice must:

· be a registered social worker

· hold a recognised social work qualification

· have a minimum of 2 years post qualifying social work experience (or part time equivalent) 

· have an understanding of working with social work students
· previous academic study or experiential learning that has adequately prepared them for Level 7 study and its application

· have signed agreement and support of the employer to participate in the course

· be assessing a student whilst undertaking the course
Employers will need to provide a Mentor (details of this are outlined in the Agency Agreement document). The module will start in November 2010 (with an alternative commencement date of January 2011 for those who are unable to start earlier and are taking a Level 2 student- see timetable overleaf).
