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Non-Medical Prescribing: NRT082/NRT083

Cardiff School of Nursing and Midwifery Studies 

This well regarded Non-medical Prescribing 60 credit programme is offered at Level MSc Level (level 7) and can be accessed by appropriately qualified Nurses, Midwives and Allied Health Professionals.  It is a part-time programme that runs from October until May and it aims to prepare the attending Nurses and Midwives for Independent Prescribing and Allied Health Professionals for Supplementary Prescribing in their own areas of practice.  The programme consists of 26 study days.  With in this there are 19 taught days, 1 assessment day and the equivalent of 6 days directed study.  Additionally there is a requirement for 12 days of practice under the supervision of a Designated Supervising Medical Practitioner (DSMP).  
Through the taught days and the supervised days in practice, the attending professionals will further develop in a number of areas the theoretical knowledge required for prescribing as well as applying that knowledge to their practice.  The areas covered include:

· Consultation and diagnostic reasoning 

· Decision making from the patients and prescribers perspective;

· Basic pharmacology and applied therapeutics;

· Principles and methods of monitoring;

· Evidence-based practice and clinical governance in relation to non-medical prescribing;

· Prescribing in a team context;

· Influences on, and psychology of prescribing;

· Legal, policy, professional and ethical aspects of prescribing;

· Prescribing in the public health context.

The assessment for the course is both theoretical and practice based.  Each practitioner will be assessed on their numerical competence and therapeutic knowledge.   They will also be assessed by Objective Structured Clinical Examination (OSCEs) in their practice setting, a prescribing Portfolio and a number of practice related assignments.

The course is suitable for qualified and experienced senior and consultant practitioners from disciplines such as nursing, midwifery, radiography, physiotherapy and podiatry.  It addresses the following KSF dimensions: IK1, IK2, IK3 (level 3-4), HWB1, HWB2, HWB3, HWB4, HWB5, HWB6, HWB7, HWB8, HWB9, HWB10 (level 1-4).
