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Cardiff’s School of Welsh has been ranked best in Britain for Celtic
Studies again this year according to The Complete University Guide
(www.thecompleteuniversityguide.co.uk). The survey compares all
universities in the UK based on numerous criteria including student
satisfaction, research assessment, entry standards, and graduate
prospects. Cardiff’s School of Welsh has been ranked the best Celtic
Studies Department in the UK.

Professor Sioned Davies, Head of the
School of Welsh comments: ‘I am extremely
pleased with our position at the top of the
league table for the second year in
succession – it reflects the hard work and
dedication of staff and students in the
School. What is particularly pleasing is the
very high score for ‘entry standards’ – we
have raised our entry requirements year on
year and are now attracting the very best
students in the country, offering them a
challenging and exciting degree

programme. The relevance of our provision
is reflected in another high score for
‘graduate prospects’, showing that a degree
in Welsh at Cardiff University meets the
needs of the current workforce. As well as
providing students with a range of specific
as well as transferable skills, all our final
year students undertake a period of work
experience, giving them the edge in the job
market; indeed, many of our students have
secured permanent positions in the
institutions they visited as undergraduates.’

Investing in the National
Sabbatical Scheme

The School of Welsh welcomes the Welsh
Government’s decision to invest in the
National Sabbatical Scheme and is very
much looking forward to contributing
further to the project.

Leighton Andrews, the Welsh
Government’s Minister for Education and
Skills, has approved more than £6 million
over a period of three years to deliver the
Scheme with the aim of improving the
standard of teaching and learning in
Welsh-medium education and training.

The School of Welsh contributed to the
pilot project that began in 2005, with a
team of experienced language tutors
providing language courses for secondary
and primary school teachers. Lowri
Davies, one of the tutors, said: ‘I have
been working on the scheme since the
beginning of the pilot period. It’s a
wonderful experience being able to work
with such enthusiastic and hard-working
teachers; I’m amazed at how committed
they are to developing their skills further.’

The funding will ensure that the scheme
is extended to more locations across
Wales, with a wider variety of courses on
several levels. Over the period, 648
lecturers, teachers and practitioners will
benefit from a sabbatical period away
from the workplace in order to improve
their oral and written Welsh, learn how to
use subject-related terminology
effectively as well as increase their
confidence in Welsh-medium and bilingual
teaching methodologies. The School of
Welsh at Cardiff University will offer
provision at Entry, Foundation and Higher
levels.

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Focus on Research
Sulien Morgan

Sulien Morgan is
following a part-time
PhD course at the
Cardiff Centre for
Welsh American
Studies which is
located in the School
of Welsh. His research
focuses on the

relationship between the Welsh in the
United States and nationalism in Wales.
After graduating in International Politics,
followed by a period working for Plaid
Cymru, he decided to return to university
to embark on a research degree that
would combine his interests in the field of
nationalism and internationalism. In July
this year he presented a paper at a
conference in St Francis Xavier University
in Nova Scotia, Canada on the relationship
between Plaid Cymru and Welsh
Americans.

Robert Bevan

Robert Bevan’s
research interests
have a particular focus
on the fluidity of local
and national identities,
the process of
‘othering’ with regards
to those cultures and
peoples over the

border, and the negotiation of the border in
everyday life. His PhD research, which he
began in January 2010, examines sport as
a representation of national identity in
three border towns: Hay-on-Wye, Oswestry
and Berwick-upon-Tweed. According to
Robert ‘the multifaceted expertise of staff
within the School, along with financial
support afforded to conduct my field
research, has proven truly indispensible’.

Mair Rees

Mair Rees is about to
complete her PhD
under the supervision
of Dr Simon Brooks
and Professor Sioned
Davies. The title of her
thesis is Images of
Pregnancy,
Menstruation and the

Symbolic Female Body in Welsh-language
Fiction by Women, 1948–2008. The study
uses a feminist perspective to examine
how these two iconic physical experiences
are discussed, along with wider symbolic
use of the female body. Mair’s main
interest is the powerful connections that
exist between embodiment and nationality,
and her aim is to develop these ideas
further in the future.
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Welsh: Gaining skills and getting jobs
These days, employability is
an extremely important factor
as you decide what degree to
choose and where to study.
Students (and their parents)
want reassurance that opting
for higher education will be a
wise investment for the future.

Recent statistics submitted to the
Higher Education Statistics Agency
show that 96% of those who
graduated with a BA in Welsh from
Cardiff in 2009/10 went on to
employment or further study. Over the last few years former students have gone on to work
for various institutions and companies such as The Welsh Language Board, Urdd Gobaith
Cymru, Cardiff International Airport, The National Assembly for Wales, Literature Wales,
Boomerang, translation companies such as Trosol and Prysg, St Fagans National History
Museum, and Cardiff and the Vale of Glamorgan Welsh for Adults Centre.

At Cardiff, undergraduates are given the opportunity to make the most of their three years
here. The degree features the module Welsh for the Workplace, specially tailored to meet
the needs of the modern Welsh workplace. This is a challenging module which develops
language skills and gives students the opportunity to go out to the world of work and get
hands-on experience in a Welsh workplace. Students are also able to choose from a wide
range of optional modules related to certain professions in order to meet their own specific
career needs, such as Professional Translation, Scriptwriting, Creative Writing, Welsh
for Adults, Language Planning and Introduction to Ethnological Studies.

“As part of the Welsh for the Workplace module, I did a week of work experience with the
Merthyr Tydfil Welsh Language Centre and Initiative. This experience helped me decide to
pursue a career related to language development in the community and eventually led to
a full-time post as Field Officer for the same Welsh-language Initiative. It is a very exciting
job and I enjoy promoting and widening use of the Welsh language in an area near to
where I was brought up.”

“After studying for a degree in Welsh at Cardiff University, I joined the translation company
Prysg as a trainee translator. The skills I learnt while at Cardiff, specifically from the
modules Translation and Communication and Welsh for the Workplace, gave me a firm
footing in this role. Six years on I am a senior translator at the company and have
developed and fine-tuned the skills I learnt during my degree.”

“After following the module Introduction to Ethnological Studies as part of my degree I was
inspired to go on work experience to St Fagans National History Museum. I enjoyed
the experience immensely, especially talking to the various curators and hearing about the
archives and the vast collection held there. I enjoyed it so much I applied for a job there
after graduating before later moving on to the museum’s education department. I have now
been in that department for a year and a half. I would recommend the module Introduction
to Ethnological Studies to anyone interested in the heritage industry in Wales.”



Y Gŵr Cadarn on DVD
A performance of one of the earliest plays in the Welsh language is now available on DVD.

Y Gŵr Cadarn (The Strong Man) was written by an anonymous playwright from North Wales
during the 16th century. Last year the play was presented to audiences for the first time in
about 400 years.

Working closely with Dr Dylan Foster Evans, Senior Lecturer in the School of Welsh, Fulbright
Scholar Dr Sarah Campbell prepared an edition of the play for publication. As part of that
project, Dr Campbell and Ceri Elen, Welsh playwright and Creative Writing Tutor in the School,
recreated the dramatic artefact and it was performed by the School of Welsh’s Drama Company
in the cemetery of St Teilo’s Church in St Fagan’s National History Museum on 26 June 2010.

Thanks to Ffilmiau Fflur the unique performance is now available on DVD. The recording also
features a special introduction to the play by Dr Dylan Foster Evans.

In March 2011 Dr Diarmait Mac Giolla
Chríost, Reader at the School of Welsh,
visited the 'Ionad na Gaeilge Labhartha’,
the Centre for Learning Irish at Cork
University. He was invited to Cork as one
of a team of external experts, along with
Professor Liam Mac Mathúna, Head of the
School of Irish and Celtic Studies at
University College Dublin and Pádraig Ó
hAoláin, former Chief Executive of Údarás
na Gaeltachta, in order to review the
activity of the Centre for Learning Irish.

Dr Mac Giolla Chríost was the only
member of the team from outside Ireland;
he was invited because of his expertise in
the field of Irish together with his
contribution to a current research project
which examines how Welsh is taught to
adults. The project is funded by the Welsh
Government; last year the School of Welsh
(which includes the Cardiff and Vale of
Glamorgan Welsh for Adults Centre)
received a grant of more than £300,000
to conduct research in this area for a
period of two years.

Fostering Relations with
Centre for Learning Irish

The visit was an opportunity for Dr Mac
Giolla Chríost to discuss the project
informally, whilst fostering relations and
sharing good practice with the Centre for
Learning Irish at Cork University.

Children’s literature
sparks interest
Children’s literature studies are going from
strength to strength here at the School of
Welsh since its establishment as an
undergraduate module in 2007. It is an
extremely popular module with over fifty
students choosing to follow it this year. It
is also possible to study the subject at
postgraduate level: Awen Schiavone is
currently enrolled on a part-time MPhil
researching into adventure stories for children.

Dr Siwan Rosser, a lecturer at the School,
specialises in children’s literature,
researching specifically into the development
of the image of the child and concepts
related to Welsh nationality and identity. Dr
Rosser examined these themes in the context
of early children’s literature at a conference
held in April at St Patrick’s College,
Drumcondra, Ireland. Her paper, ‘Language,
Culture and Identity in Welsh Children's
Literature’, will be published in a volume on
children’s literature and the Celtic languages.

Due to the School’s expertise in this area,
the Welsh Books Council invited Dr Rosser
to nominate a student from the School to
be a member of the adjudication panel for
the 2011 Tir na n-Og Prize. The aim of this
competition is to give recognition to the best
books for children and young people, and to
promote the buying and reading of books in
Welsh. Lisa Sheppard, a postgraduate
student currently finishing an MPhil in
Creative Writing, was nominated and the
authors Lleucu Roberts and Hywel Griffiths
were declared the winners in a special
ceremony at the 2011 Urdd Eisteddfod in
Swansea.

The aim for the future is to build on the great
interest amongst undergraduates and attract
further students to research in this
fascinating and important field.
