Its aim is to develop a Welsh medium module for every level by the beginning of the 2007-2008 session.  Support will be required by the School to achieve this aim and the Welsh Language Scheme Facilitator will have a key role in matters such as funding, training and marketing.  Due to the potential within the School, it is hoped that additional funding may be attracted from the funding Council and from the University of Wales’ development funds over the next 3 years.

The shortage of Welsh speaking staff in the School has made the provision of Welsh medium education very difficult.  Discussions have taken place with WELSH however with a view to developing an element of the degree course for Business students, through the medium of Welsh.  It was unfortunately not possible to include the module for Welsh learners in the 2003/2004 session but it is anticipated that this will be offered in the 2004/2005 session.

Provisions within the Welsh and the Law degree scheme to be developed in Welsh
An increase in both the written and oral provision in the Welsh and the Law degree scheme through the medium of Welsh.  This does require substantial financial investment and efforts will be made to identify funding to achieve this aim.
The School is very eager to develop its Welsh language provision, and following the introduction of a degree scheme in 2002/03 which is partly in Welsh it has planned for the increased provision of written material for the scheme to be available in Welsh.  It is foreseen that a sum of £60,000 is required to translate and edit handbooks for each module. The Welsh Language Scheme Facilitator will assist the School in its efforts to acquire adequate funding and helped to ensure a grant of £12K in 2002/2003 to fund the translation of materials for the degree scheme.  Staff have also been fully supported to learn Welsh and improve their Welsh as a means of supporting the Welsh language provision offered by the School.
