THE ME WILLIAMS FUND








1.  Conditions of Award


Awards may be made from the ME Williams Fund to medical practitioners and to non-medical persons, engaged in work of medical importance, who are ordinarily resident in the former geographical County of Glamorgan and who are staff or students in Cardiff University Schools in the College of Biomedical & Life Sciences.


A Panel has been established by the University to consider applications. No award will be made to any person serving as a member of this Committee.


 The purpose of an award is to assist those wishing to travel abroad on short visits of medical interest. Such a visit might extend over as a short period as a few days, if this is considered adequate for the purpose. An applicant should provide :


· full details of – and clear indication that – the intended visit is of medical interest ;

· details of the status of the person(s) and centre(s) to be visited ;


· full particulars of the project or topic being investigated.


Applications will not be considered if :


· the application is only to attend a conference, unless the applicant also intends to visit a local medical centre of special interest either before or after the conference ;


· if they are received after the visit has already been made ;

· from a non-medical applicant unless that applicant holds a University degree.


2. Amount of award

The maximum amount of an award to be made at any one time to any one person will not normally be less than £100 nor exceed £600.  

3. Application form

Applications for an award are to be returned to Lisa Pearson, Cardiff University, on the Form of Application, which is attached. Electronic applications will be accepted for the review process.


Applications will not be considered from an applicant, who has previously received an award, within 3 years of the date of that most recent award.
