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Most of Cardiff's international students arrive at one of London's major international airports, usually Heathrow.  You can also arrive at Cardiff International Airport if you change at Amsterdam's Schipol Airport.  Heathrow is 18 miles south-west of London, and Cardiff International Airport is 12 miles west of Cardiff City.

Travelling from Heathrow to Cardiff by Coach
The easiest way to get from London to Cardiff is by coach.  There is a direct coach service from Heathrow Airport to Cardiff.  The journey time is around 3 hours. There is also a rail service from Heathrow to Cardiff.  Please note that you will have to change trains.  You should take the Heathrow Express from Heathrow to London Paddington, and then there is a direct train from Paddington to Cardiff.

From Cardiff International Airport to Cardiff City
There is a bus service from Cardiff Airport which runs from Monday to Saturday, or taxis can be hired from immediately outside the Terminal Building and will cost around £30.

There is also a train service from Cardiff Airport (Rhoose International Airport) to Cardiff Central.  Trains are every hour Monday to Saturday and every 2 hours on a Sunday.  The journey takes around 40 minutes and will cost about £7. There is an airport shuttle bus service (free to passengers in possession of a valid train ticket) that will take you to and from the train station.  The bus leaves 10 minutes to the hour.
